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No Open Fires This Weekend in Prince George Fire Cen tre
Excerpted from 250 NewsTuesday, July 21, 2009 09:28 AM

Effective at noon on Friday, July 24th and until further notice, all open fire is
prohibited throughout the Prince George Fire Centre.

Open fire is defined in three categories.

A Category 1 open fire means an open fire that burns piled material no larger
than one metre high and one metre wide. This Category 1 open fire ban
prohibits the use of campfires.

A Category 2 open fire means an open fire that burns piled material no larger
than two metres high and three metres wide, or grass over an area less than
0.2 hectares (2000 square metres) in size.

A Category 3 open fire means an open fire that burns material in piles larger
than two metres high and three metres wide, windrows, or grass over an larger
than 0.2 hectares (2000 square metres) in size, this includes all resource
management burns.

This open fire ban applies within BC Parks and to all public (Crown) and private
land outside of organized areas.

This fire ban does not apply within municipalities or regional districts that have
their own burning bylaws. Please check with your local authorities before
lighting a fire this summer.

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Wood stove ban could go to court

Wood stove salesman Michael Richard of Nergiflex of St. Laurent is opposed to the Montreal
wood-stove ban.The city of Montreal will be forced to go before Quebec Superior Court to
defend its recent ban on the installation of new webdrning stoves aftea lawsuit was filed
against the city last Thursday.

"It's always been a question of public health for the Tremblay administration,” said Alan
DeSousa, executive committee member of the city of Montreal. "We went through exhaustive
public consultations owethree days and the bylaw was given majority support from the public
and was passed unanimously at Council. That's how any democracy works."

The lawsuit is being filed by the Association des professionnels du chauffage, which represents
225 Quebec business that make, distribute, sell and maintain welmgrning stoves and

related products, and Montreal residents Ghyslain Bélanger and Jose Canelho, who want to
install or modify wooeburning stoves in their homes.The lawsuit contends that the city "did not
present any sound, reliable scientific study" as part of the process which led to the ban.

DeSousa stated that representatives from Montreal's Public Health Department attended the
public consultation hearings and presented facts and medical studiésding the science

behind the impact of the fine particles on human health. "They went through a fairly exhaustive
presentation," DeSousa said. "All of which is available as public record." The bylaw, which was
adopted by city council on April 27, regulatiéhe installation of new wood burning stoves.

According to the city's last annual report on air quality, 67 out of 68 bad air quality days in 2008
were caused by particulate matter, which is released in chimney smoke. These fine particles are
dangeroushbecause they become imbedded deep in the lungs. In addition to causing over 6,000
cases of bronchitis in Montreal children annually, Health Canada stated that about 1,540 people
die prematurely each year in Montreal because of air pollution.

The lawsuit cotends "it has been clearly and scientifically demonstrated"” that such a ban "in no
way contributes to the improvement on air quality.” It is asking the court to suspend the bylaw
until a final judgment has been rendered, and to ultimately have the byésersed.

DeSousa said the city of Montreal won't back down.

"We want to be able to protect the health of our population,” DeSousa said. "We believe that
this bylaw is appropriate for our community and in the city's best interest.”

As for the implicationthe ban has on the wooetlurning stove industry in Montreal, DeSousa
said "they can sell their products elsewhere, the market is quite large. What we're concerned
about is what is installed in Montreal, and how it effects our population."

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The Myth of the Certified Stove

Submitted by Ernest Grolimund

The Maine DEP just did a modeling study of uncertified stoves and fireplaces. The DEP
and EPAonsulted on the inputs but gave me the chance to set the framework for the
inputs and some of the outputs. They did this because | am an engineer by education,
and | was smoked out, giving me unique insight into the phenomena, and because the
DEP had ner done this before and was not motivated to undertake the difficult task of
researching inputs. The intent, when we started out, was to model large fires for heating
houses fully or for auxiliary heat such as heating a LR,DR,K which is the average size of
heat load for a stove. The reason for choosing the high heat loads was because that is
where the problems are most intense. The location and inputs were all selected by me,
but | made sure to consult with the DEP and EPA and get their approval of &l aspa
check. I knew where the smoke would be most intense and set out to capture this in the
modeling, and we were successful.

The results shocked everyone!! So much, that the DEP and EPA took over the study and
attempted a whitewash by reducing inpuas much as they could and trying to model
average sized fires, not large fires, for heating in blizzards or economic crunches for the
poor. Our first results which never made it into print were about 150 mcg/m3, 24
average, for 3 rooms heated by fire in ancertified fireplace, and about 75 mcg/m3 for

a whole house heated by an uncertified stove. This included ambient design level
pm2.5. The final published results show about 81 mcg/m3 for a stove heating a whole
house which checks, but shows about 50 me@jfor a 1 room fire in a fireplace that

should be about 81 mcg/m3lote: they changed the size of the firll of this must be
compared to standards and to medical literature. The US standard for pm2.5 is 35
mcg/m3 for 24 hours. The amount of pm2.5 nssary to cause heart attacks and

asthma attacks is about 30 mcg/m3 fordhours! This comes from a $500,000 study for
the EPA by Dr. David Brown on OWBs introduced as evidence in a hearing for OWBs by
the DEP and American Lung Association and myselfe TherBrown quotes Dr.

Schwartz of the Harvard School of Public Health and Dr. Koenig in a separate report as
saying pm causes health effects up to high risk emergency room visits from pm at 12
30 mcg/m3, for 24 hrs. That is why we were shocked! Anidodlthis happened in my
backyard with an indoor wood boiler nearby and an uncertified fireplace and an
uncertified stove or furnace. | got involved despite not being a PhD or authority,
because my backyard was a virtual laboratory for the effects of veoooke and |

collected good scientific information proving there was a problem with a type of heating
accepted for thousands of years. | measured the smoke with opacity meters that read
"very unhealthy" and discussed this and symptoms with an expert mathcabr. The
pollution could also be monitored in a way by my daughter's peak flow readings for
asthma. She was a "canary in the coal mine", so to speak, monitored by a medical
doctor who had no choice but to say that her life, health, safety, and welfare at

risk.
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A man had a heart attack, a child had an asthma attack, and all these health effects
were predicted by Dr. Brown in an outdoor wood boiler study. But my situation involved
three types of equipment combined with ambient air pollution. Sad o study

everything and | liked to do that rigorously.

The most important inputs for the modeling were emission factors from EPA tables
guoted by the Maine Wood to Energy Task Force in Ib/mmbtu. Coming up with heat
loads for different sizes was a pieckcake for me because of my engineering degree

and familiarity with architectural texts and alternative energy work. So, | was able to use
proportions to estimate pollution from any heat load or size fire from the basic

modeling and | was also able to tiothe same thing for different emission factors.

One of the things | could estimate was the pollution from a certified stove because it
was so similar to an uncertified stove. It just had a different emission factor, at one third
the amount of an unceitied stove according to the latest numbers. It must be said that
the numbers have been greatly increased and is part of the information that busts the
myth that certified stoves are guaranteed to be safe. In short, the EPA has found that
the emissions havincreased by a factor of three, a magical number that keeps popping
up all the time.

Now, for the numbers: about 19 mcg/m3, on average for an uncertified stove heating 3
rooms or 13,000 btu/hr; about 6 mcg/m3, on average, for a certified stove. Doesn't
sound too bad, right? But, to that you have to add the design levels of pm2.5 from
statistics. It is about 27 mcg/m3 in Maine right now. Add 6 mcg/m3 to 27 mcg/m3 and
you have 33 mcg/m3, on average. Then you must consider that the values can be twice
this or more 50% of the time. And stihe myth is busted This violates Canadian

standards for pm2.5! and American standards about 40% of the time. It also can cause
heart attacks and asthma attacks that in worst cases can Kkill. KILL!!!

This is why the intaljent, progressive and leading community of Hampstead, Quebec
Canada banned all wood burning equipment except pellet stoves. The design level was
about 25 mcg/m3, | am guessing, or more like Maine, and census data from
Environment Canada was showing poudling or tripling pm2.5. So, the 25 mcg level
was morphing into levels of 50 to 75 mcg/m3 in their minds with hot spots up to 400
mcg/m3. It had to happen. It will happen eventually in many more places. | hope it can
be in Shirley Brandie's town of Amiséiourg soon as well, for themoke she had to face
forced her and her husbarig vacate their homeShirley is a Med Tech by education.

She was healthy before the smoke and then found herself fighting many symptoms. But
when the smoke stopped after obtairg a court injunction, and she had some time to
normalize, her symptoms ended. She was up against something akin to a fireplace as
near as | can tell, which is, on average anyhow, worse than the infamous outdoor wood
boilers which have been banned by statand cities, and counties, and so on. But
nobody really knows this yet because nobody did the modeling and results of this
modeling have not been published widely so far.
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Furthermore, there is an error in the report made by the EPA and not discovertbe by
DEP and studies with errors are not widely accepted. The EPA, you see, made a mistake
in the modeling emission factor, missing it by the magic number of three.

There is one other factor that should bust the myth that was provided to me by the
Residents Against Wood Smoke Group in Wisconsin, USA. They showt &yehe

EPA recommending standards for pm2.5 be reduced to 15 mcg/m3 because 18 mcg/m3
for 3 hrs can cause asthmatics to get sick and increase their medication after 3 hrs. Dr.
Brown quoted this in his report as well. The people recommending this nevdatd

were the doctors and public health scientists. The people stopping it were the
businessmen like President Bush who could not stand for having a standard that would
put ambient air levels of pm in violation! The gist of it is that we cannot even adhél

pm from ambient levels of pm from oil and gas combustion. Dr. Brown's report quotes
public health experts as saying they are seeing increased admissions for asthma and
heart problems from ambient air pm episodes. Then, on top of this, a New Zealand
Professor tested certified stoves and found that they could be made to cause 400
mcg/m3 of pm2.5, after reading that the American Lung Association reported emissions
went exponential as smoldering conditions were approached.

And | haven't even started tialk about global warming. That will have to wait. So will
an article on ozone levels, a priority pollutant violating standards in Maine before all the
wood burning began.
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The Real Effect of Smoke

The real effect ofmoke must depend on many sddctors but | think that
two main factors can summarize the effect of smoke on health. The two main
factors are the amount of exposure and the actual absorption into the body.

First consider the amount of exposure. It seerbsious that the greater the
pollution, the greater the effect. Consider the example of heavy smokers as
compared to light smokers. Cities with heavy pollution have citizens with
worse health than those places with light pollution.

But the amount of expage also must have an individual component.
Consider the active athlete who breathes in 20 times more smoke than
someone sleeping. Or the people who are surrounded by wood burners as
compared to those with no burners nearby. Obviously those who live near
mills or in the bowl of Prince George breathe in more smoke than those who
live far away.

The second main factor is the actual absorption into the body. How much

smoke do the lungs actually absorb? Can this be decently calculated? Does this
